Exploring the World of Work

1. Interview someone about his/her job using the questionnaire as a guideline.  You may write on the questionnaire form or use another sheet of paper to do the interview however, this will be for a grade and you must turn in the interview paper.

2. Write a rough draft and then type the Report.  You will be working the questions into their answers when you are writing and typing your report.  You must use complete sentences, punctuation and grammar.   


3. At the end of the report, you must include a Personal Reflection piece.   You must reflect on these three questions:  1.  What did you learn from interviewing this person about math at their job?  2.  Do you think math is going to be important when you get older and why?  3.  Why did Mrs. Montgomery assign this project?

4. The last step is to create a Power Point Presentation to present to the class.  The power point needs to have 4 or more slides.  You can include sounds, songs, pictures and of course the information from the interview.  One of the slides must include your personal reflection and the other three will be your choice on what you want to show from your interview.  Remember, 4 or more slides but one must be the personal reflection.
